DISTRICT DESCRIPTION

School Profile
The Leigh Community School District (#39) comprises 80.7 square miles. The district covers parts of Colfax, Platte, and Stanton counties.  According to the 1990 census the population of Leigh consists of 488 people. The community’s financial base develops from an agricultural economy. The district consists of 2 schools, the Elementary building (K-6) and the Junior-Senior High building (7-12). The Elementary building, the newer facility, opened doors for students in the fall of 1999. The Junior-Senior High School Building dates to 1917 with an addition added on in 1954. Other new additions include two satellite buildings east of the main facility. One satellite houses a distance learning lab. The distance learning lab allows students to enroll in classes not offered by Leigh Community Schools and broaden our curriculum. The other satellite room hosts the social studies department. The district’s enrollment for (2002-2003) in grades (K-6) totals 91 students. The enrollment (2002-2003) in grades (7-12) totals 162 students.  The district’s total enrollment for (2002-2003) is 253 students. The average class size in the Elementary is 13 students while the average number of students in the Junior-Senior High is 27 students. This shows some evidence of a declining enrollment in the lower grades. 
The Leigh Community School district is classified by the Nebraska Department of Education as a Class 3, K-12 district. The Nebraska School Activities Association, for the purpose of student activities and athletic competition generally classifies Leigh as a D-1 or a C-2 school. Leigh is a Member of the Cornhusker Conference. Other member schools include: Dodge, Howells, Clarkson, Humphrey, Humphrey SF, Lindsay HF, and Newman Grove.
The district provides home and residence to a few Hispanic families. The mobility rate- the number of students moving in and out of the district in (2001-2002) is about 4.44%. Student’s eligible for Free and Reduced Meals in (2001-2002) is 26.30%. The graduation rate for Leigh Community School in (2001-2002) is 96.67%.
 A nine member Board governs the school district. Each member is elected for a four year term. Board members serve without compensation. The Board meets the second Monday of each month. The meetings are open to the public and are held in room 203 of the Junior-Senior High School building. 

The mission of Leigh Community School is to provide a safe environment with the vision, guidance and the educational opportunities necessary for each student to become a responsible, productive citizen.
